In oral communication, which is the most frequent modality in the EFL classroom, listening
comprehension is, undoubtedly, essential to establish a learning-oriented classroom discourse and to
assure the successful acquisition of the language to be learned.

This is of paramount importance,
especially in an increasingly digital world that is overflowing with texts to be heard. The importance of
interactive and transactional listening comprehension in the foreign language classroom, however, is
not equally represented in research in foreign language education.
